hunter & equitation classes over
fences.

COGGINS AND VACCINATION
REQUIREMENTS:

Proof of negative Coggins test
within one year and proof of the
following vaccinations: West Nile
Virus, Eastern Western and
Venezuelan Encephalomyelitis
(EEE WEE VEE), Influenza, and
Rhinopneumonitis is required for
every horse entering the show
grounds.
